There is a “new” barber

�is tonsorial emporium is 
called Modern Gents Pre-
mier Barbershop and Bar, 
and it is located at the corner 
of Lakewood Ranch Bou-
levard and State Road 70; 
11573 S.R. 70, Ste. 107, to be 
precise.

�is location can be found 
in the “cut-through” road-
way that runs through the 
middle of �e Green shop-
ping center.

So why a barber-and-beer 
place?

�e owners, Nick Ama-
nitidis and Reuben Toledo, 
who are from California, de-
cided to combine two of the 
things that guys like (getting 
themselves looking good, 
and having a brew with their friends) into one business that provides both … Modern Gents Pre-
mier Barbershop and Bar.

�e idea was to fuse the traditional neighborhood barbershop experience with the relaxing am-
biance of a small bar in an upscale manner. Judging by my experience at Modern Gents, I must 
admit that this place will have a lot of appeal for guys who want a good haircut, and maybe a few 
other extra services, and like the idea of being able to have a cold glass of brew a�er their “make 
me look good” experience.

Onstad said that the three-part Summer�eld 
series may be extended if the public reaction is 
good. 

Parking is extremely limited, so participants 
are encouraged to walk, bike, or rideshare to 
the park. �e proximity of Summer�eld Park 
to so many homes is part of the reason the loca-
tion was chosen, Onstad said. 

Other scheduled dates are Feb. 10, which will 
feature “�e Music Makers”; and March 10, 
with the “Bearded Brothers Band.”
